Collective Worship

be completing 15 minutes per week to support their knowledge of number. 

It 

would be great to see many of the children on the leaderboard. For young-

er children, if this proves tricky then please complete together or allow 

them to write down times tables/number patterns to use.  

Spelling Shed should also be used at home to practice spellings set by 

KS1 teachers which will reflect their learning in Phonics. Please also use 

the Phonics videos sent home. 

Daily reading is also part of your child’s homework. If you can, please pop 

a note in your child’s reading record to show what you have read at home.

• Save some empty spray bottles and fill with water and a little 

bit of paint. Then spray onto paper to create your own pic-

tures of patterns—Banksy style. 

• Research Florence Nightingale  - who was she and what did 

she do? Use BBC bitesize website to collect information and 

create a fact file about ‘The lady with the lamp’.
